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Admission will be granted to applicants who hold a Bachelor’s Degree from an accredited undergraduate college or university, who are admitted to the Graduate College, and who fulfill the additional requirements below. You must complete all Department of Communication requirements and apply to the Graduate College. Receiving a certificate of admission to graduate classes from the Graduate College in no way guarantees admission to candidacy for the M.A. in Communication.

2. Have a 3.0 GPA (on a 4 point scale) during the last 60 credits of undergraduate courses.


3. Effective FALL 2011 - The Department of Communication will require a recent GRE score (Graduate Record Examination - required but not decisive in admissions decisions) for gaining admission into the Communication Graduate Program.

4. Have completed an undergraduate social sciences research methods course and a communication theory and theorizing course.

5. Submit an original paper (in English) demonstrating competence in scholarly writing.

6. Submit an essay that clearly demonstrates the primary communication issue applicants want to pursue in graduate study, how they plan to form a related course of study at Boise State University, why that pursuit engages them, and the impact that study might have on the field.

7. Supply three (3) academic letters of recommendation, if possible or three (3) letters that address the candidate’s potential to succeed in a graduate academic setting. The candidate must supply the names, titles, addresses, and phone numbers of the references.

8. Complete and submit the
Application for Admission to the Graduate Program in Communication.
