· Study and use Associated Press (AP) Stylebook.

Writing Requirement:

30 weekly column inches (word count divided by 32--approximately 950 words).

Meeting Requirement:

Twice-monthly meetings with assigned section editor.  Meetings are mandatory--two unexcused absences could jeopardize the status of internship--and one mid-semester evaluation with editor-in-chief and editorial advisor.
