Internship Description:  
The Boise Smokejumper program utilizes four aircraft for delivering firefighters and cargo via parachute to fires in remote locations. Each aircraft is equipped with an “exit cam” mounted in the open doorway to record smokejumper exits and paracargo for later use in training or hazard mitigation. Ground cameras are also used during smokejumper refresher training and practice jumps to record jumpers’ landings. Our system has traditionally been MiniDV based and we are now transitioning to SSD HD cameras. 

As such, we have a backlog of exit and landing tapes that need to be digitized for archival and training purposes. Intern will be responsible for importing and converting MiniDV tapes to an electronic format appropriate for future use, minor editing and cataloging.
