Responsibilities:

· Plan and implement the Visions Curriculum.

· Facilitate communication, planning, and participation in meetings.

· Provide positive role modeling for the girls.

· Lead discussions on sensitive issues facing adolescent girls.

· Coordinate one service project and one field trip per semester.

· Communicate weekly with membership specialist to confirm ongoing duties and program.

· Arrange for the appearance of guest speakers.

· Keep appropriate records of girls’ progress and program activities.

· Serve as a liaison with all sponsoring agencies.

· Follow Girl Scout policies and procedures.

· Submit all reports in a timely manner.

· Register all girl participants as members of Girl Scouts of the USA.

Qualifications:

· Ability to work effectively with children.
· Ability to assess and meet the needs of the girls.

· Ability to serve as a positive, professional role model.

· Ability to accept and welcome all girls.

· Access to reliable, insured transportation.

VISIONS Program Description:

An in-or-after school program for fifth & sixth grade girls.

The "Visions" program is offered one day a week during the school day at a local elementary school or a local community facility such as The Boys and Girls Club.  The program targets girls not currently being served by the Girl Scout program and is offered at a minimal cost to girls.  A trained intern brings the "Visions" program to girls during a free hour at school, usually the lunch hour but can be after school as well.

The "Visions" program provides a series of focused activities to girls, all designed to develop competence in a variety of life coping skills:  

· Decision making 

· Communication and conflict resolution

· Leadership, teamwork, and service

· Healthy relationships and an appreciation of diverse cultures

· Physical well-being, including puberty, personal hygiene and personal safety

By participating in the "Visions" program, girls gain specific benefits:

· Experience with the values and ethics of Girl Scouting

· Development of specific life coping skills in a fun and safe setting

· An all-girl experience, free from competition with boys

· Exposure to positive female role models
