The news broadcasts occur Monday through Friday but weekends may be added if needed for major news events.  Newscasts are given on the hours and half-hour beginning at 5 am and ending at 10 pm.

Intern must have above average writing skills which will be tested with a writing test administered by KBOI’s Internship Coordinator, prior to acceptance.  Prior news experience is helpful, but not required.  We’re more interested in persons with the passion to deliver information to our audience. E.E.O.C. guidelines apply.

When accepted, Intern will be given instruction on re-writing wire service, news releases and newspaper stories to conform with KBOI guidelines for news deliver.  Additionally, Intern will be taught how to develop stories, along with recording and digitally editing interviews from over the phone or on on-scene reports.  Intern may voice some stories as well.

There is some flexibility in the hours and days for the shift(s), depending on how many applicants are accepted.  Each intern will start in the afternoon working with the Afternoon Anchor and Intern Coordinator.  If Intern and staff feel the Intern has proven him/herself, the shift may change to assist the Morning Anchor.
